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Remembrance service, 7th November 2025

On Friday, 7th November,we held our annual
Remembrance Day service, with all students and staff
gathering on the front lawn of the school, next to the
Green Room stage.

The service was also attended, as always, by special guests,
including the Buckingham Town Mayor and Countess Howe
- His Majesty's Lord-Lieutenant of Buckinghamshire, as well
Old Latin former and serving members of the military.

The event included the laying of wreaths at the school's
memorial, a performance by the school choir, the rendition
of 'The Last Post' by student trumpeters, as well as the
reading out of the names of Old Latins who gave their lives
in the two World Wars.

This year, the event was also enhanced by a striking display
of poppies, cascading down the side of the school building.
This installation was created during a recent school
Enrichment Day, during which students from all year groups
collaborated in crafting poppies using a variety of materials,
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including crochet, fabric, foam, and recycled plastic bottles.
The installation also comprised 52 clay poppies that were
specially made to honour those from the Royal Latin School
who lost their lives in the two World Wars.

After the service special guests mingled with students at a
reception in the Library, and we were privileged this year to
be joined by Old Latins, Air Marshall Sir Julian Young (Class
of 1980) and Commodore Alison Hofman (Class of 1989),
along with Countess Howe, who were invited to inspect the
Royal Latin student cadets in the main hall.

As time rolls on, links between the current Royal Latin students
and those named on the rolls of honour become rarer, but at
least two of our current students, Violet in Year 7 and Sam in
Year 13 have direct family links to the fallen. Sergeant Denis
Hughes (RAF) served in the RAF in World War Il and is Violet's
great-great uncle, and Lance Sergeant Tom Jones (Army) served
in World War | and is Sam's great-great-great uncle - see photos
opposite. It is poignant to know we still have these meaningful
connections to our past.

In Issue 10 of Latin Life, back in 2017, we reported on Jordan
Palmer and her volunteering work in Ghana after leaving
the Royal Latin. A spell of volunteering led to Jordan
founding her own venture in 2016 — Akwaaba Volunteers
(Akwaba is ‘welcome’ in Ghanaian), working to find
volunteers to work in Accra, Ghana, and forging links with
UK sports clubs and organisations, to provide much needed
sports kit to Ghanaian clubs.

Nearly ten years after its foundation, Akwaaba Volunteers has
gone from strength to strength, as a registered charity that
focuses on three main ways of making a positive impact in
Accra, Ghana: improving access to healthcare and promoting
healthy living for children and families, enhancing educational
opportunities and using sport to help to develop life skills and
confidence.

Amongst the volunteers from the UK who have travelled to
Ghana to support the charity is current Royal Latin PE teacher,
Josephine (Nell) Payne, who many Old Latins from the past
couple of decades or so will remember well. Nell recently
instigated a fortnight of fundraising and awareness in school
for the work of Akwaaba, presenting at assemblies about the
charity, organising a non-uniform day to fundraise for
Akwaaba, along with another day when students were
permitted to wear trainers to school in return for donating a
pair of their old trainers or black school shoes.

We were very sad to learn in November this year of the
unexpected passing of Robin Bryant (Class of1960). This
news comes barely a year after Robin’s sister, Joanna
Macklin (née Bryant, Class of 1963) also passed away, in
November 2024.

After leaving school Joanna became a French teacher and
lecturer, and Robin became a civil engineer, but both
maintained a strong connection to the Royal Latin School
into their later lives, both attending many Archive Days,
reunions and other events at school, and supporting the
improvement of the school’s facilities in recent years - in fact
Joanna was fundraising for the school facilities while she
was still at school, as a key member of the campaign to build

Robin’s daughter, Catherine, told us that her father was
devoted to his rugby and spent many years playing for
Saracens at various levels, remaining involved with the club
right up to his death. The picture opposite was taken on the
day that Robin’s granddaughter had played recently in a
winning Cambridge rugby team at a Varsity match, and his
pride and happiness is clear to see.
